5 tbsp vegan mayo

1 clove garlic, minced

1/2 tsp grated fresh ginger
1/2 tsp ground turmeric

1/4 tsp curry powder, or more
to taste

1to 1 and 1/2 tsp fresh lemon
juice, to taste

1/ 4 tsp plus 1/8 teaspoon
fine sea salt, or to taste
Freshly ground black pepper

tato masher or pastry cut-
ter in medium sized mixing
bowl.
