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The New Orangevale Mural

There’s a new mural in Orangevale—off of 
Greenback Ln and in the parking lot of Bad-
fish Coffee & Tea. The mural features imag-

es indicative of Orangevale life that inspire 
pride in our little community. 
Artist Alika Rogers-Crooks was asked to 

create a piece that would represent the com-
munity. She worked with another local art-
ist named Katie and interviewed long-term 
local residents to come up with ideas for the 
mural. 
Alika began her journey into art after being 

involved in a helicopter crash in 2005. Draw-
ing was part of her boredom therapy while 
she recovered from her injuries that included 
three shattered vertebrae. Over time, her 
skills evolved as she taught herself different 
styles and became efficient in other medi-

ums. Alika even resigned from being a para-
medic after 15 years to put all her efforts into 
artwork.
In the last two years, Alika has shifted to 

spray paint muralling for the larger walls 
she has begun to paint. She began this mural 
in 	 March during the first week of quar-
antine. Although this came with new chal-
lenges, Alika still managed to make it work. 
“It was unexpected when I planned the mu-
ral that all our kids would be out of school 

and life would be completely uprooted, so 
what I thought would be a three-week proj-
ect turned into a two-month project with long 
intermissions for weather and childcare is-
sues,” Alika said. 
One end of the mural shows two kids riding 

a horse barefoot and bareback. This section 
was inspired by Alika’s neighbor. “My neigh-

bor, Connie Foiles, is in her 90s,” Alika said. 
“She said that growing up in Orangevale, the 
kids all used to ride horses everywhere, bare-
foot and bareback.”
Another impact of the pandemic was the 

addition of street signs that read “Hope St” 
and “Miracle Ave.” “I included some positive 
messages of hope and inspiration to all the 
patrons that might pass by. I’d been feeling 
so much sadness, fear, panic, and anger from 
all the people in the community when CO-
VID first came through. I hoped that maybe 

I could bring more positive messages and try 
to make people smile, even if it were just for 
a moment,” Alika said. 
The llama in the mural is inspired by the 

llama Alika saw when driving into Oran-
gevale for the first time being walked down 
the street on a leash. Also featured in the 
mural are images that represent the Oran-
gevale Town Fair and capture the rustic Or-
ange orchard feel that the community still 
has. 
Overall, Alika hoped this mural would in-

spire pride in the community and bring more 
foot traffic and commerce to the downtown 
Orangevale businesses. If you haven’t seen 
this new mural, go check it out!

ROSIE’S GREEK SALAD
1 English Cucumber- halved 
lengthwise, then quarter 
lengthwise, then slice into ¼ 
inch pieces
1 garden fresh tomato-cut 
into small pieces or use cher-
ry tomatoes that have been 
halved
1 bell pepper- diced
½ red onion-diced
¼ cup Kalamata olives, pit-
ted and sliced in half
1/3 cup crumbled feta cheese  
(or more if you would like)

Put items in a salad bowl, 
then add the dressing. You 
can mix the dressing sepa-
rately in a container, or you 
can just add it directly to the 
salad (my choice).

I just sprinkle the dressing 
ingredients over the salad 
and toss. 

DRESSING:
1 clove garlic, minced
1 tsp dried oregano
1 tbsp balsamic vinegar (you 
can add more, but it really 
doesn’t need much)
2 tbsp olive oil (you can add 
more, but it really doesn’t 
need much)
1 tsp Dijon mustard
Salt to taste
Pepper to taste

Toss salad and serve with 
your meal.  Serves about 4.  
Save leftovers as a snack or 
add to a salad mix for a quick 
lettuce salad the next day!

They are located at 
9470 Madison Avenue in Oran-
gevale and is one of four pro-
grams in Sacramento County 
offering help for students who 
want to graduate early, catch up 
on missed credits and/or not fi t-

ting into the traditional school 
setting. They provide a vari-
ety of programs to fi t the many 
unique circumstances of its stu-
dents.

“We are all about serving the 
students and the families and 
strive to work closely to help 
students transition back to tra-
ditional school, or help fi nish 
up course work to stay on track 
for graduation,” said Principal 
Newell, “Some kids thrive in 
this environment.”
