Kody Tickner.
Kathy and her husband Bill 
launched the community 
marching band back in 2005, 
bringing together musicians 
of all ages ranging from age 
7 to 70. The band is well 
known for its performances 
throughout the community 
such as the Pow Wow Days 

Parade, and Casa Football 
games as well as throughout 
the Sacramento region.
While hearts are heavy from 
the tremendous loss to the 
community, comfort comes 
from the great legacy she 
leaves behind. After a recent 
band gathering paying trib-

ute to Kathy, Band Director 
Kody Tickner shared this, 
“It was a momentous occa-
sion as Executive director 
Bill Cook unveiled the crown-
ing achievement of his 55+ 
year career in construction; 
a new home for the Citrus 
Heights Community March-
ing Band.” 
The new 3400 square foot fa-
cility, located at 8436 Jewel 
Way, Citrus Heights, will be 
a permanent home for the or-
ganization, donated in full by 
Bill and Kathy Cook. In their 
honor, the facility has been 
named The Bill and Kathy 
Cook Performing Arts Cen-
ter. The band will host its 
fi rst practice on September 
13, 2021.

REFEREES?  

CALLING ALL SOCCER 
FANS 13 YRS AND UP.  REFS 
NEEDED IMMEDIATELY SO 

OUR KIDS CAN PLAY.

“For the love of the game.”  A local tag-
line familiar to players in the Orangevale 
Youth Soccer League.  But a game with-
out referees?  
California North Referee Administration 
is currently short referees to the tune of 
66%.  With 15,000 referees available to 
communities in 2019, they have just over 
1,500 certifi ed refs for 2021, in a soccer 
season that has already begun.  
“We are possibly facing games with no 
offi cials,” wrote Scott Taylor, referee train-
ing coordinator for the OYSC.  “Without 
proper offi ciating, we are all going to see 
a very different kind of year.  The worst 
part of no offi cials is no games.  This is 
kind of an emergency.”
 Taylor appeals any fan of soccer to sign 
up to ref.  “Teens can start reffi ng at 13.   
So get the teens, your neighbors, your 
social circle friends, your grandparents, 
your kid's schoolmates and their parents 
to get on board. It's a FUN job and we 
pay well!”  
While recreational soccer clubs are run 
by volunteers, the referees are a paid 
position, contracted and certifi ed through 
California North Referee Administration.  
One of the largest referee administra-
tions in the world, CNRA certifi es referees 
with a national license that can be used 

anywhere at any club.  Taylor says Oran-
gevale stands out the best place to ref.  
While OYSC will reimburse the refs train-
ing costs after refereeing 2 home games 
and pay a higher pay scale, Taylor says 
“There’s one thing that sets Orangevale 
apart.    I’ve been in the game for a long 
time, from all sides as a parent, as a 
coach, as referee,” Taylor explains.
“I can say from experience: Nobody shep-
herds, mentors, and build up our refs like 
we do.  Our referee program is focused 
on the youth.  We really get to know them, 
build them up, encourage them, stand by 
them.  Prepare and watch for when they 
are ready to center ref.  We mentor and 
guide in a meticulous individual way.  We 
build their confi dence.  We are vested in 
these youth.  They are our future in the 
game.”
Taylor describes refereeing in Oran-
gevale as the third team on the fi eld.  
“The referees in Orangevale – we take 
our job seriously.  We work as a team, a 
team of offi cials supporting the teams on 
the fi eld, to make it the best game, a fair 
game, a game where we learn as we play 
and play well.”
Taylor says referees also work and en-
courage the players.  “Especially with 
the little one, really they are just playing.  
The coaches are coaching.  The players 
are playing.  And the referees, we are the 
rules coach.  We encourage the players, 
teaching them the rules as they play.” 
For parents who might have concern with 
their teenager being the person in charge 
at a soccer game, Taylor is passionate 

about the protecting them and building 
their confi dence.  “We really do protect 
our young refs.  They are teamed up with 
older refs.  We will not tolerate a coach or 
parent who goes off on a ref, especially a 
young ref.  These younger kids need to 
feel that strength and support.  And they 
do.” 
Some families make refereeing a family 
event.  Parents coming with their kids to a 
class so they can referee as a team dur-
ing the season.  
Parents and players are just as anxious 
to fi nd referees as Taylor is.  
“We encourage our kids as they do sports 
because of the experience they have, 
being part of a team, overcoming disap-
pointment, learning to work hard and feel 
the joy of accomplishing hard things. The 
offi cials are a signifi cant part of that,” 
says Patsy McGavock, parent of four 
OVYC players and coach to her youngest 
daughters under 8 year old team. 
“Don’t overlook the opportunity,” chimes 
in another parent sitting next to McGa-
vock at their U12 girls practice.  “Don’t 
overlook the opportunity to be a part of 
your community where you can support 
our young people.
“It is a challenging job. Yet is really is re-
warding,” concludes Taylor. “Especially if 
you love the game of soccer.  It’s a view 
of the game that very few people get.  
You’re in a position of authority in the 
game, and when you take the job seri-
ously, is it so rewarding.  And it’s fun.  It 
really is.
“We do this for the love of the game.  We 
offi ciate.  We respect the rules of the 
game.  Because that is where the game 
is at.”

2 large heads of broccoli 
crowns
1 cup sunfl ower seeds
½ cup raisins

8-10 strips cooked bacon, 
crumbled
½ red onion, chopped

dressing:
1 cup mayonnaise
2 TBSP red wine vinegar
¼ cup granulated sugar
1 dash Tabasco Sauce, op-
tional

Mix ingredients for dressing 
together and set aside.  Wash 
broccoli, trim cut ends and then 
pull apart crowns into bite sized 
pieces- like mini trees. Place 
broccoli in a large bowl and then 
add other ingredients. Toss with 
dressing and serve.

I have another recipe for broccoli 
salad that uses Spanish peanuts 
instead of the sunfl ower seeds, 
green onions instead of red and 
the addition of chopped celery 
and sliced water chestnuts.  The 
combinations are endless!  En-
joy.
